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RNLI New Quay in bank holiday rescue of another stricken yacht

Following days after its rescue of a 26 foot sloop in the Irish Sea the RNLI New Quay all weather lifeboat was again in action on Bank Holiday Sunday assisting another yacht in trouble. 

Called out shortly after 1pm the lifeboat sped to a spot off Gilfach yr Halen where the propeller blades of a New Quay based craft had fouled badly in lobster pot lines. 

Despite valiant efforts by an RNLI crew member who entered the water, the lines could not be detached and the only option was to cut them and tow the yacht back to its mooring in New Quay. 

Albert Moller, Lifeboat Operations Manager, said, " Fouling on lobster pot lines can be a hazard when sailing fairly close to the shore in the bay. This was a straightforward launch in calm seas and the rescue of a grateful yacht crew gave the volunteers in our boat a great sense of satisfaction. 

The RNLI New Quay will also feature in a documentary reconstruction of an actual rescue which it made off Llangrannog last summer to be shown on BBC1 in the series Accidental Heroes at 8.30pm on Thursday, 4th September. The programme demonstrates the invaluable service we provide in saving lives at sea".
